FORMAT: Eight varsity runners, four in each race.   

Black race is for your number 5-6-7-8 runners.  Gold race for 1-2-3-4.   
Score six best times out of eight varsity runners.  Lowest cumulative time wins.   
Non-varsity race open to all other athletes. 

  The race will later be scored “traditionally” and those results will be posted. 
 
COURSE: Golf course, mostly grass with occasional hard-packed dirt.  Two loops.

AWARDS:   JV races – 20 awards per gender.
